"YEMEN CONFLICT" AND IRAN-SAUDI PROXY COMPETITION

Abstract. The article analyzes the armed conflict in Yemen in the context of proxy
competition between Iran and Saudi Arabia. The Houthi movement and its relations with
Iran, the security and geopolitical reasons for Saudi intervention, and the regional
consequences of the war are highlighted. The study demonstrates the impact of proxy wars
on statehood and regional stability from the perspective of international relations history.
The author substantiates the necessity of implementing the peace process through a
multilateral diplomatic approach.
