Annotation This article analyzes the evolution of the Organization of Turkic States from
a cultural cooperation platform into a significant geopolitical and geoeconomic actor in
Eurasia. Special attention is paid to its strategic role along the Middle Corridor and its
importance for regional connectivity. The study also examines Tiirkiye’s balanced foreign
policy approach, emphasizing that the development of the Organization of Turkic States
does not contradict its commitments to the EU and NATO. Instead, the organization serves
as a complementary mechanism for promoting regional stability, economic cooperation,
and shared values between East and West.
